Gaining 1B authorisation is a rigorous process culminating in a two day authorisation
visit by the IB Organisation representatives. IB approval is only awarded where
centres can show evidence of comprehensive planning for the implementation of
the new programme of study.

Along with all the staff and Governors of the College, Principal Paul Wakeling was
delighted with the news. “Havering Sixth Form College is totally prepared to deliver
the high quality IB Diploma this year, which enhances the college’s growing aim of
being an outstanding provider of full-time education for 16-19 year olds and helping
students achieve the best they possibly can. Havering Sixth Form College already
has one of the widest range of courses and subjects in the country and this widens
the choice even further,” he said.

“Around 20 students have already applied to study the IB Diploma. We hope that
the news that we have now been officially granted IB status will encourage more
students to take up the course,” he added.

Becoming an IB centre will not only benefit students who study the IB Diploma.
Internationalism and community service are integral parts of the programme, so the
infroduction of the Diploma will impact positively on the wider College, local and
international communities. HSFC already has internationalism embedded in its work
