The IB Diploma Programme is a challenging and varied two year programme that allows
students to develop a strong sense of their own identity and have a fully rounded
education. It is a prestigious qualification that is highly valued by universities both in the
UK and abroad.

College Principal Paul Wakeling supported the successful bid for the IB to be offered at
the College. “We are really proud to be the first College in the area to offer this
qualification. We will be joining a group of over 100 schools and colleges in the UK that
offer the IB Diploma Programme. The programme offers students a vision and values
that include international awareness, cross cultural perspectives and caring about the
world. It aims to make the world a better place” he said.

The course is suitable for highly motivated, hard working students with a good academic
record and is particularly suitable for students who want to keep their options open by
studying a wide range of subjects and for those who might want to study abroad. It asks
challenging questions, helps students to learn how to learn, develop a strong sense of
their own identity and culture and the ability to communicate with people from other
countries and cultures.

It is based around detailed academic study of a wide range of subjects, including
languages, science, maths, humanities and the arts together with a central Core which
includes participation in community and creative projects both in the UK and overseas.
The IB Diploma programme leads to a single qualification rather than separate
qualifications for individual subjects.

“The IB Diploma Programme is a prestigious qualification and a highly respected
alternative to A Levels” said Paul Wakeling. “For motivated students who enjoy studying
a wide range of subjects and do not wish to restrict their learning to four A level
subjects, then the IB Diploma Programme could be the ideal course”.
