
ART STUDENTS MAKE THEIR MARK ON HAVERING!

Art students at Havering Sixth Form College have been taking part in a workshop run by community arts
organisation Studio 3 Arts. The workshops, which have been conducted at various locations throughout
the Borough, are part of a project to design a landmark piece of art that will eventually reside outside the
newly refurbished Hornchurch library.

Rosie Ross, the Project Manager, sculptor Stephen Stockbridge and fine artist Lorna Jiezot, spent three
days at the College last week with students on the BTEC National Diploma in Art & Design course. Head
of Art and Design, Janet Arthur, was absolutely delighted that the students had had the opportunity to
work with professional artists on such an important piece of art. “The students have been totally focussed
and absorbed by the project. It has been an excellent opportunity for them to contribute their ideas in a
way that will live on in the local area.”

The workshops, which have been running since December, have been designed to generate interest in
and ideas about the piece of art which is due to be completed this summer. Groups including library staff
and users have had the opportunity to take part in practical activities as well as discussions.

Lead artist Stephen will take the ideas away and synthesise them into a piece of work that encompasses
everyone’s creative views. Project Manager Rosie Ross said: It is important that this piece of public art,
which has been commissioned by the London Borough of Havering, is inspired by our community. That
way, people feel a real sense of ownership.”
