
Celebrating Success at Havering Sixth form College

On Wednesday 14th May, staff and students at Havering Sixth Form College
celebrated the success of those students whose pictures do not always make it
into the post-examination photos on results day in August.

HSFC identifies those students who are at risk of underperforming or even failing
early on in their time at the college. Reasons may include poor health,
bereavement, poor motivation or organisational skills. These students are then
allocated a Learning Mentor who meets with them on a weekly basis to talk
through their tasks for the week and to make sure they are up to date with their
work. The system is known as the Supported Learners Programme. A Senior Tutor
has a review with the student every half term to decide how to proceed with
their individual support programme.

The success record of these students this year has been excellent and on
Wednesday lunchtime those involved got together to celebrate the tremendous
progress made during the year. Organiser of the event, Senior Tutor Lucien Taylor
said; “Many of these students might have dropped out of college or failed their
exams without the extra support the college put in place. We are very proud of
getting them this far and many now have offers of places at university".

One of the supported learners, Aaron Smith, praised the Supported Learner
system. “The past two years have been fantastic and one of the main reasons is
the help and support the college has put in place for me. The Care Team has
been there for me offering brilliant support during very difficult times. All my
subject tutors have been incredible and have kept me on task with my A
Levels.“ In September, Aaron plans to go to Westminster University where he
hopes to study Law and languages.
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
