
O ver the last two years, 
the College has de-
veloped a strong part-
nership with Edu-

cAid, a UK-based registered 
charitable Trust which offers free 
education among the underprivi-
leged and war-affected young peo-
ple of Sierra Leone, West Africa. 
£10 a month pays for  one stu-
dent’s food, education and medi-
cine. 

The College supports the work of 
other charitable causes such as 
Race for Life and GibMissionAf-
rica UK but its principal charity is 
EducAid. 

Our key objectives are: 

1. To raise funds for EducAid 

2. To share technology with Edu-
cAid 

3. To share teaching and learning 
resources with EducAid 

4. To extend our partnership with 
partner schools 

5. To embed EducAid into the 
curriculum

We have gained fund-
ing to put another floor on top 
of the new senior secondary 
school, in which we plan to 
start a training and resource 
centre for teachers in the area 
- as you probably know 40% 
of teachers in SL are trained 
and qualified.  
 
We will also hope to open a 
new girls' safe house in the 
village where we have our 
primary school.  This is to 
provide a home environment 
for the many little girls who 
attend our schools who are 
often under mental, emotional 
and physical threat: mental 
and emotional because they 
are treated as nothing and 
meaningless from the day 

Overall, the partnership for us 
is a great possibility for mu-
tual exchange.  We hope that 
it will be possible for our 
leadership team to visit you in 
November.

Many student leavers have so far agreed to 
donate £5 from their college deposit to  
EducAid and any unused print credits. We 
would encourage other students to do the 
same.
